- Greenbank FC reserves the right to ask any individual
demonstrating actions deemed to conflict with this policy to move
away from the match sidelines and, if necessary, to leave club
premises. In addition all incidents deemed to conflict with this policy
will be reported to the relevant league secretary for appropriate action
to be taken.
